Here are a few things you can do to reduce the risk of having your 
home being broken into.

•	 External doors should be fitted with deadlocks.
•	 Lock security screens with a key instead of the flick-latch - 

screens can be cut making it easy to unlock and enter.
•	 If you only have a solid door, install a door viewer so you can 

see who is at the door before you open it.
•	 Fit windows with locks (and don’t leave the keys in them).
•	 Ensure all screens, grills and shutters are installed correctly 

making it easy to exit in case of an emergency.
•	 Install an alarm system.
•	 Install lighting around the perimeter including sensor lighting.
•	 Join a neighbourhood group.

Burglars are usually looking for cash or small valuables such as 
jewellery, money, DVD players, mobile phones or small electronic 
devices. Avoid leaving garage doors up when you aren’t outside 
and locking up properly when you leave your home. Prevention is 
better than cure!
